Year 5 Term 3 Curriculum Overview 


Miss. Poustie and Mr. Corben – Summer term 2010
This term we will be developing the children’s knowledge and understanding in the following areas:

Numeracy

· Multiplication & Division - 2-digit by 2-digit numbers and 3-digit by 1-digit numbers, multiplication of decimals and dividing with remainders.

· Addition and Subtraction - deriving related facts, decimals and problem solving.

· Percentages - calculating percentages and relating percentages to fractions and decimals.

· Properties of Number – divisibility tests, factors, multiples and square numbers.

· Time - reading the time, the 24 hour clock and timetables.
· 3D Shape - faces, edges and vertices, polyhedra.

· Rotation, Position, Direction and Coordinates.

· Area and Perimeter - calculating areas/perimeters of rectangles and other 2D shapes.
· Data handling – reading and interpreting line graphs, pie charts and bar charts.
· Problem solving - choosing strategies to solve problems.
· Angles - degrees, measuring angles and types of angles.

Literacy
The types of writing covered this term will be:

Caribbean Tales – Stories from other cultures

This unit lasts three weeks and children will study a complete short story set in the Caribbean, on the theme of bullying. The children will then write their own short story.

Classic Stories – Older literature
This unit is designed to last three weeks. During the unit, the children will look at two classic stories and consider characters, setting and theme, and the way language has changed over time. They will then write an opening chapter of their own, in the style of a classic novel. To extend the work, you may choose to read one of the novels from the unit.
Speaking Aloud - Choral and performance poetry

This unit is designed to last one week. During the unit, the children will look at three poems, considering rhyme, rhythm and poetic devices, such as the use of simile. They will then write and perform a poem of their own.

Michael Morpurgo – Significant author
This unit is designed to last four weeks. During the unit, the children will explore Michael Morpurpgo’s writing style and what makes him a significant author, and will write a story in the style of Michael Morpurgo. Running alongside this unit will be your reading of Kensuke’s Kingdom

Social Studies

Contrasting localities

In this unit children will compare two localities; Yonhi-Dong and Stanton in Peak, Derbyshire UK.
Children will look at the locations of the two localities and complete map work. They will use geographical language to describe the human and physical features of the two localities and compare them in terms of land use, services offered etc. They will learn to understand the differences between primary, secondary and tertiary activities and identify examples of these activities in the field. The children will then undertake a field trip to Yonhi-Dong to gather factual information about this locality. The unit will conclude with the children making a decision about where they would prefer to live, justifying their choices with the data collected during the unit.

Design Technology   

Complete the unit on ‘How could a carrier make the job easier?’
During the unit of work on biscuits, the children will be able:
Biscuits

· To make a biscuit profile using appropriate vocabulary to describe them

· To compare biscuits in terms of appearance, flavour, texture and cost 
· To understand that people have different preferences and that designers need to consider this when designing
· To follow a recipe to make biscuits 
· To know and practice the rules of basic food hygiene
· To know about the physical changes in food when baking 

· To have an understanding of the processes involved in making biscuits 
SPECIALISTS

Music

Year 5 will continue composing backing tracks using a combination of music technology and traditional instruments. They will sing songs from different times and places and complete some listening tests at the end of the term.

French

Year 5 enjoyed some French food and drinks: cheese and “baguette”, and “diabolo-tropical”; they still need to write and perform their skit (ordering and paying) in a French café!

The communication functions to be covered during Term 3 are: talking about school subjects and timetable; describing clothes. The topics are: school subjects and timetable; clothing and colours.

Year 5 still concentrates on listening and speaking, however, they are also asked to read and write in French at their own level during such activities as poster making or skit preparation.

Art

Pupils will develop an understanding of the Op Art movement. They will investigate different techniques to create their own optical illusion Op Art. Pupils will use Graphic Markers and Coloured Pencils to create a very smooth finish.

I.C.T.

In ICT we will finish our unit on using Microsoft Publisher, and will begin a new unit that will introduce students to programming. We will be using Alice software for this unit, which allows students to learn simple 3D interactive programming. Children will continue to receive typing instruction and practice by using Rapid Typing software. 

P.E.
Preparation for Sports day - 2 weeks -Pupils will take part in and design challenges and athletic activities and competitions that call for precision, speed, power or stamina. They will use running, jumping and throwing skills both singly and in combination for different activities within both track and field activities. They will develop and demonstrate an understanding of the importance of pacing themselves in long distance track events. 
Swimming - 4 weeks -Pupils will be challenged in terms of different floating and swimming challenges related to speed, distance and personal survival. they will acquire and develop the skill and technique required to swim unaided for a sustained period of time over a distance of at least 25m. They will be able to demonstrate recognized arm and leg actions, lying on their front and back. They will develop a range of recognized strokes and personal survival skills [for example, front crawl, back crawl, breaststroke, sculling, floating and surface diving].
Striking and fielding- 3 weeks - In this unit children develop the range and quality of their skills and understanding. They learn how to play the different roles of bowler, wicket-keeper, backstop, fielder and batter. In all games activities, children have to think about how they use skills, strategies and tactics to outwit the opposition. In striking and fielding games, players achieve this by striking a ball and trying to deceive or avoid fielders, so that they can run between wickets or around bases to score runs. When fielding, they try to prevent runs or points being scored.
Badminton/Short Tennis – 2 weeks In this unit children develop the range and quality of their skills when playing games using rackets. They also learn specific tactics and skills for games such as short tennis and badminton. In all games activities, children have to think about how they use skills, strategies and tactics to outwit the opposition. In net/wall games, players achieve this by sending a ball (or other implement) towards a court or target area which their opponent is defending. The aim is to get the ball to land in the target area and make it difficult for the opponent to return it.
Korean

Non Korean Speakers

They will enhance learning vocabularies and short conversation through more topics and interactive activities. They will do more of writing words and sentences focusing on reading and writing the letters properly.
Korean Speakers
Year 5 Korean Speakers will continue to practise speaking, reading, comprehending and writing through various stories. They will extend vocabulary and build up writing skills using a correct spelling. Year 5 students will also focus on revising the skills that they have been taught this year.
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
